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This Sunday we drop back into Saint Luke’s Gospel with the dramatic story of the raising of
the widow’s son in the town of Nain. A ‘theme’ that can unite the scriptures today is found in
the psalm: “For me you have changed my mourning into dancing.” Our faith is that the death
and resurrection of Jesus has changed death forever — just as both Jesus and Elijah changed it
in the stories read today. Christians will mourn the death of loved ones, just as Jesus himself
wept over his friend Lazarus: but Christian mourning, while acknowledging grief, will also
contain - in Jesus - the hope of dancing, the hope of life, the hope of resurrection, as revealed

in our readings today.
