Out of a seemingly innocent question comes the dark shadow of the cross: Jesus must teach his disciples that
to be the “Anointed One”, “the Christ”, means to follow the path of sacrifice to the very end. He is not a King
who comes with armies, but a King who comes with truth and humility, prepared to die for that truth about
God’s Kingdom. But the mourning is always to be seen in the light of Easter - “being raised on the third day”,
when “a fountain will be opened”, the fountain of Baptism and eternal life in the death and resurrection of the
Lotd.
