When the Word is proclaimed, it is real and
active — the Lord is present, and what is
described is, in a sense, happening now.
On certain days this is made more obvious
by the selection of scripture that refers to a
particular time or day. Such a selection
occurs this morning, when we go with
Mary Magdalene to visit the tomb, only to
make — with her — a momentous discovery:
the tomb is empty, he is risen!

This week the Gospel is chosen because it
relates “what happened today” — eight days
after Haster, Jesus comes again to his
disciples. The story of Thomas’s doubt and
faith leads us to think about our doubts and
faith — but always in the context of being part
of the family of the Church. Remember last week, and the
baptisms you may have witnessed, or the renewal of your own
baptismal promises: “this is the faith of the Church, the faith
in which we are baptised.”
