This is the choice that faces the Christian 
each and every day, as we wait for the Lord to return, as he promised he would. We often live our 
lives leaving such things to a distant, shadowy future - like the person who is going to fix that 
faulty lock or window-frame, but in the end doesn’t get round to it before the burglar comes. The 
lamps of our lives should be lit and shining, filled to the brim with the oil of prayer and charity, 
singing the hymns of the fathers as we wait for the Master to return.

Tanzania to Kenya Bike Ride: Between 4 & 7 August six 
riders will be completing a 4 day sponsored bike ride across 
Tanzania and Kenya.
