Despite the welcome
his message has received elsewhere, when he comes
to his hometown he is faced with rejection -such that
“he was amazed at their lack of faith.” It is curious
is that they seem to accept his wisdom, and his
miracles, but because he grew up among them they
cannot accept him as a teacher from God. We should
remember that it is often hardest to stand up for the
truth among those who know us well.

Recognizing our real beauty: When we married we
became, together, a ‘prophet’, not predicting the
future, but proclaiming the good news of marriage,
here and now. Yet, there are times when we feel
sorry for ourselves, blaming each other. Let’s admit
our own faults and weaknesses and remind one
another of the beautiful qualities we found when we
first fell in love.

Sometimes our remarks and comments can stifle
confidence in other people. We do not see the
potential a person has as God sees. When we speak
to other people let’s be encouraging and uplifting.
