As Eastertide unfolds, we
feel the power and influence
of the Spirit growing. This is
the Spirit who raised Jesus
from the dead, and the Spirit
who brings the Church to
birth at Pentecost. As we
journey towards Pentecost -
the climax of the Easter
Season - we should be considering the presence
of the Spirit in the Church today: the reconciler
of disputes, the solver of problems, true
inspiration for the family of God on our journey
to the New Jerusalem! From this side, Pentecost
is about promise: the Lord at the Last Supper
promises that He and the Father will be "at
home" with all who keep his words - and it is the
Advocate, the Holy Spirit who will remind us of
these and all his words. We believe that all
Scripture is "inspired” - the word of the Spirit -
so as we listen or proclaim this Sunday let us look
for the fulfillment of the promise made by the
Lord.

Eastertide is a time for us as couples to celebrate
the reality of our love as being a reflection of
the presence of God, who IS Love. It is a time for
us to recognise more readily the risen Lord is
alive in us, with us, and present in the many and
various ways we try to share our love.

We are reminded of the Council of Jerusalem in
the First Reading today. The last ecumenical
Council to take place was the Second Vatican
Council in the 1960s. Perhaps this week we could
take an opportunity to familiarise ourselves with
some of the documents that were produced by
this Council. May we rejoice that the Holy Spirit
is alive in the Church today, guiding us and
leading us.
