
 

There are many messages in 
today’s Gospel: the power of 
God to heal, the compassion of 
Jesus for those in need, the fact 
that a despised foreigner (the 
Samaritan) is the only one who 
recognises what has been done, 
the role of faith and the 

importance of thanking God for gifts received. But 
because this Gospel is twinned with part of the story 
of Naaman the leper, the idea that the Church 
brings out most clearly is that of thanksgiving, or 
acknowledging what has been given to us. From an 
early age we are taught to say “Thank You” – to 
recognise that someone has gone out of their way 
to give us something or do something for us. Our 
thanks strengthens the relationship that binds us 
together, and it is the same with God. As we 
recognise the good things that come from God, so 
our faith is deepened and the bond of the Covenant 
in Christ Jesus is strengthened. 

Marriage Matters 
Healing miracles in our marriage…He is there! God 
knows we need healing! Daily He performs, through 
the Holy Spirit, large and small healing ‘miracles’. 
When we look carefully and sensitively at what 
happens in our marriages, we can detect God alive 
and active within us. As we learn to choose to co- 
operate with His grace and mercy, He becomes 
evident in our lives. Let’s always thank Him.

“The man threw himself at the feet of Jesus and 

thanked him.” Western society breeds a 
forgetfulness of God. As Catholics, we have the 
great gift of the Eucharist. The word Eucharist 
means thanksgiving. Each time we come to Mass, we 
remember to thank God. The Spirit helps us to 
remember to say thank you to the Father through 
Our Lord Jesus Christ. In this Year of Faith may we 
show greater appreciation for the gift of the 
Eucharist and never take for granted the gift of the 
sacred priesthood.

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Prisoners’ Sunday: Today marks Prisoners’ Sunday and is the National Day of Prayer and action for 

prisoners and their dependants as marked by the Catholic Church and across the Christian 
denominations. It is a day to direct our thoughts and prayers to prisoners, their families and children. 
Prisoners’ Sunday is the time to reflect on how we as individuals, as a Church and as a community are 
serving those affected by imprisonment. 
     Prisoners’ families, prisoners and people with previous convictions often find themselves on the 
margins of society due to the social stigma associated with imprisonment. They are often forgotten or 
come lower down on the list of causes to ‘hold a hand out to’. But the gospel reminds us of our duties 
towards them, ‘I was naked and you clothed me, sick and you visited me, in prison and you came to see 
me; (Matthew 25:36). Pact’s work embodies the Christian value of mercy and belief in the innate dignity 
of every human being. Through this campaign we ask you to engage with a core element of Catholic 
social teaching and put our faith into action. 
    The theme this year, ‘Go Beyond’, reflects on the impact we have when, as a community, we work 
to build a platform from which those confined to the margins of society can have their voices heard. As 
we ‘go beyond’ in our dedication, our belief, our common love, we offer fresh hope to those affected 
by imprisonment.
