The man doing the
brasses was very surprised when the bird flew past
him. | managed to evict the bird the following day,
after a chase and, with all the doors of the church
wide open, the pigeon realised he was not welcome
and flew out into the sunshine. It reminded me of
that old story from Bede, about life being like a bird
that flies into the master’s hall, stays a few minutes
then disappears again and no one knows where he
comes from or where he goes.

Christ today speaks of His image as that of a Good
Shepherd, one who knows his sheep and whose
sheep know him. Life is short and there are all
manners of dangers that we need to face but, with
faith in God’s care for each of us, we do not need
to worry, His love will protect us if we listen for his
voice. The shepherd’s task was often dangerous, he
lived outside of society and spent many months in
the wilderness caring for his sheep. The book of the
Apocalypse speaks of the huge number of people
who have given their lives for their faith in God;
they have found their reward in heaven where they
live by springs of living water and where God has
wiped away all tears from their eyes.

Paul and Barnabas are “a light for the nations”,
they have listened to the call from God to go out
into the world and spread His word. They do so
fearlessly, inspiring the Jews and Converts of
Antioch who, like lambs among wolves, have been
faithful to Christ and when they are forced to leave
the city they leave their disciples, the faithful
followers of the Word, filled with joy and the Holy
Spirit.

Lord, send Shepherds to lead your people, to fill us
with joy and bring us safely to you. Amen. David
